Apothecia ca. 0.25-0.8(-1.2) mm, discoid, flat to convex, sessile, ascus apex subconical, with distinct apical thickening, IKI- (rarely very faintly hemiamyloid), 8-spored, arising from corziers, ascospores ellipsoid-ovoid (clavate), multiguttulate (high lipid content, after being dry for some days LBs confluent in living spores by forming 1-3 large drops), living paraphyses empty or with only a

few inconspicuous globose SCBs. Bryicolous (parasitic?) mainly on leafy (rarely thallose) liverworts (except Mniaecia sp.). Epiglia Boud. is a synonym of Mniaecia fide Korf.
